English


Some of our English lessons will be spent revisiting aspects of grammar to support the children in the run-up to SATs. We will 
also continue to work at developing our writing and 
reading skills ready for Y7. We will be focusing on 
developing suspense, using a range of texts and
poems to inspire and interest the children. 
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As with English, some of our maths lessons will be spent revising different aspects of the subject to support the children in the run-up to SATs. Following this, we will be taking part in a range of investigations which will draw on a number of mathematical skills to support the children as they move towards year 7.  
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PSHE
This term we will be sharing 5 ways to well-being to support children through SATs and as we begin the process of transition to KS3. We will also be thinking about how we belong and the different groups people might be part of. 



In science, we will be looking at living things and their habitats. We will be looking at classifying vertebrates and invertebrates as well as plants.

Our final art topic of Y6 is Matisse, building on our work from Y1. We will be beginning this during term 5 and are looking forward to exploring the work of Matisse and –later in the unit-creating our own pieces of art work inspired by what we discover.
